
Know Your Power

Keep calm.

Do not open the door.

If immigration agents enter your home without your 
permission, verbally express that you do not 
give them permission to enter your home or 
search your belongings. Ask for a search and 
arrest warrant. 

Do not answer any questions, exercise your 
right to remain silent. If you do choose to answer 
questions, remember to not lie.

Do not sign any documents.

Ask to speak with your lawyer or a loved one.

If you feel safe, record the event with your cell 
phone either through video or audio only.

ICE Lies: Do not agree to what ICE asks, for 
example, do not follow them to their office, to 
immigration offices like USCIS or do not agree to 
meet them for coffee.
